Description
Idelalisib (Zydelig®) is a kinase inhibitor.

FDA Approved Indication(s)

Zydelig is indicated for the treatment of relapsed chronic lymphocytic leukemia (CLL), in
combination with rituximab, in patients for whom rituximab alone would be considered
appropriate therapy due to other co-morbidities.

Limitation(s) of use:

e Zydelig is not indicated and is not recommended for first-line treatment of any patient,
including patients with CLL, small lymphocytic lymphoma (SLL), follicular lymphoma (FL),
and other indolent non-Hodgkin lymphomas.

e Zydelig is not indicated and is not recommended in combination with bendamustine and
rituximab, or in combination with rituximab for the treatment of patients with FL., SLL, and
other indolent non-Hodgkin lymphomas.

Policy/Criteria
Provider must submit documentation (such as office chart notes, lab results or other clinical
information) supporting that member has met all approval criteria.

It is the policy of health plans affiliated with Centene Corporation® that Zydelig is medically
necessary when the following criteria are met:

b. Venclexta®;
*Prior authorization may be required.
Prescribed as a single agent or in combination with rituximab;
